Program Selection  Requirements  
 
The Bravery Project Scholars application consists of two parts: an application with essay questions and 
an in-person interview.  The application will be scored separately from the interview with heavy emphasis 
on the completion and thoughtfulness of the essay question answers.  Each part will be scored by 
separate committees.  Selection requirements are below: 
 
A. Application  Requirements  

1. Applicants can be adults or senior high school students who are living in a transitional housing 
program or survivors who have recovered from domestic violence/abuse.   

2. All applicants must be survivors of domestic violence/abuse as documented by a counselor or 
clergy and have chosen to attend and finish higher education. 

3. Current students must have good academic standing as defined by the institution that the 
applicant is enrolled and provide college transcripts with application. 

4. High school students must provide transcripts with application and SAT scores if available or a 
GED. 

5. Applications must be filled out completely and postmark return no later than February 26th, 2010. 

 
B. Interview  Requirements  

1. Attend an interview on the designated time and location. 

2. Answer three interview questions given to you by the committee.  The interview process will take 
about 10-15 minutes. 
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Application Postmark Deadline:  Friday, February 26 , 2010 
Personal Interview Deadline:  Saturday, April 17, 2010  -  1:00pm 
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Scholarship Award  
 
Scholarship monies will be awarded 50% in 2010 Fall semester and 50% in 2011 Spring semester to the 
college of choice.  
 
C. Post Award Requirements  and Opportunity  

1. Student is required to complete 30 hours of volunteer service during FIRST semester.  This can 
either be in the field of study or with any service organization.   

2. Student is required to report to the Bravery Project Scholars program representative twice during 
each semester. 

3. Current students must maintain the required academic standards or grow this during studies. 

4. Student is required to work with a counselor or mentor of their choice. 

5. Second half of award funds are provided ONLY if student completes first semester requirements. 

6. After Spring 2011 semester, complete a short survey to give feedback and help us improve this 
program.  

7. (OPTIONAL) Create a self expression using photography, collage, drawing, painting or any 
creative style to describe your experience as a survivor and a Bravery Project Scholar.   

8. Send survey and optional creative piece to BPS via email or mail for future program purposes.  By 
applying for this program, the applicant gives permission to Bravery Project Scholars to use these 
materials exclusively for program improvements  and marke ting  with anonymity .  Bravery Project retains 
full copyright of all materials regarding this program.    

9. Applicants may reapply for this program.
